Os dados da Organizacao das Nagdes Unidas para a Educacdo, Ciéncia e a Cultura indicam que
mais de 1,5 bilhdo de estudantes tiveram o processo de ensino afetados devido as restricdes
causadas pela pandemia SARS — CoV-2 (Unesco, 2020). No Ensino Superior, por exemplo, foi
necessario a alteragdo do ensino presencial para o formato remoto, modificando assim a vida de
todos os envolvidos no processo de ensino- aprendizagem. Nesse sentido, o objetivo do presente
estudo foi investigar o quanto a adaptacdo, a motivacdo para aprendizagem e a percepcao de
suporte social poderiam predizer uma possivel evasao dos académicos. Para isso, foram utilizados
o Questionario Sociodemografico, Questionario de Adaptagao ao Ensino Superior Remoto, Escala
de Avaliagdo da Motivagdo para a Aprendizagem em Universitarios, Escala de Percepcao do
Suporte Social e a Escala de Motivos para Evasdo no Ensino Superior. E se justifica por uma
melhor compreensdo das vivéncias dos académicos no ensino remoto, considerando as
potencialidades e desafios, além das possibilidades no futuro pds- pandémico. A pesquisa foi de
natureza basica, quantitativa e correlacional. A amostragem ocorreu de forma nao-aleatéria, por
conveniéncia, tendo participado 94 universitarios, maiores de 18 anos, ambos os sexos, de
institui¢do publica ou privada. Com os resultados foi possivel identificar que as correlagdes foram
fortes entre as subescalas de uma mesma escala, que os fatores EPSUS ndo apresentaram
correlagdes significativas com quaisquer outros fatores, que o fator Meta Performance (IMPE)
apresentou maior influéncia sobre o M-ES e o fator Meta Performance- Aproximacgao (IMPA)
apresentou menor valor em todas as estatisticas. Os resultados dessa pesquisa sugerem que os
universitarios com melhor entendimento acerca de seus projetos de vida e de carreira possuem
menos motivos para a evasiao. Almeja-se que os resultados contribuam para fundamentar praticas
que aprimorem a formagao integral dos universitarios, além de a¢des voltadas para o cuidado dos
estudantes.

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Abstract

Data from the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization indicate that more
than 1,5 billion students had their teaching process affected due to restrictions caused by the SARS
— CoV- 2 pandemic (Unesco, 2020). In Higher Education, for example, it was necessary to change
face-to-face teaching to a remote format, thus changing the lives of everyone involved in the
teaching-learning process. In this sense, the objective of the present study was to investigate how
much adaptation, motivation for learning and the perception of social support could predict a
possible dropout of academics. For this, the Sociodemographic Questionnaire, the Adaptation to
Remote Higher Education Questionnaire, the Motivation for Learning Assessment Scale in
University Students, the Perception of Social Support Scale and the Reasons for Dropping Out in
Higher Education Scale were used. And it is justified by a better understanding of the experiences
of academics in remote teaching, considering the potential and challenges, in addition to the
possibilities in the post-pandemic future. The research was of a basic, quantitative and correlational
nature. Sampling was non-random, for convenience, with the participation of 94 university
students, over 18 years old, both sexes, from public or private institutions. With the results it was
possible to identify that the correlations were strong between the subscales of the same scale, that
the EPSUS factors did not present significant correlations with any other factors, that the Goal
Performance factor (IMPE) presented greater influence on the M-ES and the Target Performance-
Approximation factor (IMPA) had the lowest value in all statistics. The results of this research
suggest that university students with a better understanding of their life and career projects have
fewer reasons for dropping out. It is hoped that the results will contribute to support practices that
improve the comprehensive training of university students, in addition to actions aimed at the care
of students.
